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3 Overview 
The F-571 mounting box for Ackermann floor boxes is a twisted pair 
transmitter for HDMI signals. The F-571 converts an HDMI signal to a 
single twisted pair signal that it transmits to a compatible twisted pair 
receiver1. The F-571 includes two adjacent openings2

In particular, the F-571 transmitter section features:

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3.1 About the Power Connect™ Feature 

The Power Connect™ feature here means that only one unit in a system, the 
transmitter or receiver, can be connected to a power source when the 
devices are within 270 feet (90 meters) of each other. The Power Connect™ 
feature applies as long as the cable can carry power. The distance does not 
exceed 90 meters on standard CAT 5 cable, for longer distances, heavy 
gauge cable should be used1

3.2 Using Twisted Pair Cable 

. 

Kramer engineers have developed special twisted pair cables to best match 
our digital twisted pair products; the Kramer: BC-DGKat524 (CAT 5 24 
AWG), the Kramer: BC-DGKat623 (CAT 6 23 AWG cable), and the 
Kramer: BC-DGKat7a23 (CAT 7a 23 AWG cable). These specially built 
cables significantly outperform regular CAT 5/CAT 6/CAT 7a cables. 

3.3 About HDMI

3.4 Achieving the Best Performance 

To achieve the best performance: 
• Use only good quality connection cables2

• Avoid interference from neighboring electrical appliances that may 
adversely influence signal quality and position your Kramer devices 
away from moisture, excessive sunlight and dust 

 to avoid interference, 
deterioration in signal quality due to poor matching, and elevated noise

5 Installing the F-571 
To install the F-571 you have to install the inserts and the transmitter which 
is connected via TP to a receiver.  

To install the F-571, do the following: 
• Install the Kramer inserts (see section  5.1) 
• Connect the cables to the rear side (see section  5.2) 
• Install the F-571 inside the Ackermann floor box (see section  5.3) 
• Connect the front panel ports (see section  5.4) 
• Connect the twisted pair cable to the receiver (for example, the Kramer 

PT-572+) 

5.1 Installing a Kramer Insert 

To install a Kramer insert, do the following: 
1. Unscrew the two screws holding the blank insert and remove it. 
2. Place and align the required wall plate insert item over the opening.  
3. Insert the two screws to fix the insert in place, and tighten them. 

5.2 Connecting the Cables to the Rear Side of the F-571 

To connect the rear side cables, do the following: 
1. Run the cables through the Ackermann underfloor cable opening.  
2. Connect the cables to the rear side of the inserts. 
3. Connect the cables to the rear side of the F-571 transmitter, that is, 

attach the: 
 Terminal block line output of the F-571 to the pre-installed UTP 

wiring that connects to the TP receiver1, see section  5.5 
 12V DC power supply to the power terminal blocks (connect the 

wire labeled “+” to the +12V pin, and the wire labeled “–” to the 
GND pin) taking care that the polarity is correct (see Figure 5)

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5.3 Installing the F-571 inside the Ackermann Floor Box 

To install the F-571 inside the Ackermann floor box, as illustrated in 
Figure 4, perform the following steps: 
1. Slightly release the two slide screws (do not remove them) to let the 

adjustable mounting slide move freely. 
2. Fit the F-571 mounting frame into its designated place inside the 

Ackermann floor box (see Figure 2). 
3. Insert the fixed tab into the slot in the Ackermann box. 
4. Adjust the size of the unit to fit the space in the box. 
5. Insert the tab on the adjustable mounting frame to the appropriate slot in 

the Ackermann box. 
6. Tighten slide screws to fix the size of the unit.

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5.4 Connecting the Front Panel Ports 

1. On the F-571 transmitter section, connect an HDMI source (for 
example, a DVD player) to the HDMI IN connector. 

2. Connect the appropriate connectors to the inserts. 

5.5 Wiring the 9-pin Terminal Block Line Output Connector 

The 9-pin terminal block, inside the mounting box, is an easy plug-in 
connector for attaching the UTP cable. Follow the colors of the color-coded 
sticker on these terminals for proper connection of the UTP cable. Figure 5 
defines the pinouts for the terminal block.

Notes: 
• Use the connector clips only when removing wires, not when inserting 

them 
• Each wire should protrude 9mm (0.35") from the plastic insulation so 

that it can be easily connected. To prevent the wires crossing, be sure 
that each wire is fully inserted
